Prince William County Curb Ramp Acceptance

While the Permit Manager has significant discretionary authority in regards to street acceptance, the following guidance is provided concerning the acceptance of curb ramps that do not strictly meet today's standards.

Note:  Each project (and installation) will be handled on a case by case basis.
1. All curb ramps in good condition can be accepted if they met the design standards in place at the time they were constructed, including all Location & Design insertables.

2. Any curb ramps that are damaged or do not meet the design standards in place at the time they were constructed need to be rebuilt at least to that standard or to the current standards as determined by VDOT. 

3. Any curb ramp constructed with exposed aggregate after February 12, 2003 will need to have the truncated dome detectable warning surfaces retrofitted at a minimum.

4. If additional curb ramps are required they should be installed and constructed to the latest standard.  

5. If any sidewalks have been constructed less than 5’ in width, passing zones must be installed at least every 200’ if appropriate passing zones are not available at commercial entrances or intersections.
