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Deficiencies?





PWC performs preliminary review of documentation.





Developer requests PWC to schedule documentation review with VDOT.





PWC (with VDOT assistance) reviews plats, identifies streets eligible for acceptance, and prepares street data for BOS resolution.








Developer submits recorded street dedication plats and vicinity map to PWC. 








Developer completes site improvements as per requirements of PWC Comprehensive Inspection Program.








PWC schedules documentation review with VDOT and prepares BOS draft resolution.





VDOT reviews developer’s documentation.
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Developer corrects deficiencies





PWC requests VDOT to perform preliminary inspection of streets.





VDOT conducts preliminary inspection of streets with PWC and assigns route numbers.





Developer corrects deficiencies within 30 days and installs route numbers.





PWC staff submits resolution to BOS for approval.





Developer does not correct deficiencies within 30 days.





PWC verifies that deficiencies have been corrected and schedules final inspection with VDOT





VDOT conducts final inspection and accepts all documents from the developer.  VDOT notifies developer of maintenance and administrative cost recovery (ACR) fees.





PWC provides a copy of BOS approved resolution to VDOT.








Developer submits maintenance and ACR fees to VDOT.





VDOT prepares final street acceptance package and forwards to Central Office, Maintenance Division.








C.O. accepts streets into the Secondary System.  VDOT notifies PWC and developer, and enters streets into route listing.
